Among some authoritative scientific and
intellectual circles in the world the opinion
exists that the original share of Bulgaria in
world culture is concentrated mainly in two
socio-spiritual phenomena - the Bogomil
movement and the Teaching of the Master
Peter Dounov.

Peter Dounov completed a four-year
course in theology at Drew University,
Medison, New Jersey. After that he defended
his theological thesis and studied medicine at
Boston University (USA). The year 1897 was of
utmost importance to him because it became
a turning point in his life when the Spirit of
Truth, mentioned by Christ (see John 14, 186,
17,28), came upon him.

It is notable that from the beginning of the
century, and particularly inthe period between
1910 and 1925, Peter Dounov used to visit
Velico Turnovo severaltimes a year.

His preferences for the city were
determined by its remarkable physico-
geographical location and its significance as
an important magnetic centre. This very
influence of cosmic flows and earth
magnetismwas used by the Master.

Turnovians had the opportunity of coming
into contact with Peter Dounov and
appreciating his abilities of a phrenologist,
clairvoyant and healer who could cure various
serious diseases in just a couple of hours or
days. Some of those whom he restored to
health at the beginning of the century were
Anastas Boinov ( who made over to the White
Brotherhood the villa where its Gatherings
were later held), Konstantin Illarionov, Zorka

From 1900 the Master started delivering
lectures on phrenology in “Nadezda“
community centre and carrying out numerous
phrenological studies of Turnovians. Every
year from 1919 to 1922 on August 19
(Transfiguration) he delivered one public
lecture in the same building. The titles of the
lectures are as follows: The Universal Love,
The New Humanity, Awakening of Collective
Consciousness, and The New Life.

His first student was Maria Kazakova,
deputy director of the Girls’ Secondary
Schoolin V. Turnovo. Peter Dounov carried on
an intensive correspondence with his
disciples, whose letters have been published
in the documentary chronicle The Universal
Master Beinsa Douno and Velico Turnovo.

Peter Dounov’s presence had a notable
impact on the life in the town and this provoked
the negative attitude of the Holy Synod. The
Gatherings of his disciples united at the
beginning in the so called “Chain®, which was
later renamed “White Brotherhood Spiritual
Society” were banned in 1913, 1916, 1917,
1918,1923, 1924, whereas in 1925 the
Gathering was dissolved.

The year 1922 was fundamental in the
history of the White Brotherhood. On February
24,1922 in Sofia the Master opened an Occult
School of the White Brotherhood. At the
Gatheringin Velico Turnovo the same year he
explained that its foundation “is a great act, a
grand event because the mighty forces of the
invisible world, which work for the uplifting of
humanity, are manifested in it". It was the first
time that an opportunity had been given to all
who wanted to study (and not just the initiates)
to attend it. The symbol of the Occult School of

The same year the Holy Synod proclaime
that Peter Dounov had absented himself from
the Church and decided that his followers,
called “dounovists®, should be
excommunicated.

In 1825 the Orthodox prelates started a
petition against the holding of the Gatherings

in Velico Turnovo. That year the Gathering
was broken up on its fourth day despite the
assent for its organization obtained from the
authorities. From 1926 onwards the
Gatherings took place in Sofia and several
families from the Brotherhood moved out of
Velico Turnovoto be closer to the Master.

Nowadays, at the end of this cleansing
century disciples of the White Brotherhood
can be found in societies and religions all over
the world.

THE TESTAMENT OF THE COLOUR RAYS
OF LIGHT - 1912.

In June and July, 1912 Master Peter
Dounov put up on his own at the brotherhood-
owned house in the village of Arbanassi,
where he wrote the book The Testament of the
Colour Rays of Light. It consisted of verses
taken out from the Bible and arranged
according to their specific vibrations which
generate the spectral colours. The Master
claimed that the rays of light are “a method of
Christ”, because the lines had been extracted
under His guidance. The same year, at the
Gathering of the Chain he explained

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thoroughly and in great details the significance
of this book. He assigned to brother D. Golov
the task of its publishing and in the autumn it
came out as a de luxe edition. The Master
judged carefully who was in a position to use
the book and, consequently, who could owniit.

The verses in the book have an influence
on the heart, the mind and the body of those
who read them consciously, helping to set
right any personal drawbacks. They come to
satisfy our yearnings, to help us love better,
become more intelligent and overcome our
poverty, poor health, lack of faith, etc. Apart
from this, the verses can be used to aid other
people as well. As soon as we come in accord
with all the lines, a new kind of strength will be
generated within us. It was one of the Master’s
desires that the members of the Chain should
form a single and powerful wave of seven
colours.

THE PENTACLE

The first detailed explanations about the
pentacle were given by the Master Peter
Dounov at three Gatherings of the
Brotherhood in Velico Turnovo. In 1910 he
threw light upon its meaning and significance
before a group of 12 disciples; in 1911 he gave
his consent for a black-and-white copy to be
printed and given out. The first time that his
disciples had seen the colour Pentacle was at
the opening of the School of thought in 1912.
Then, it was put up on the east wall of the
prayer room. Painted by Schliaterto order, this
Pentacle revealed several new symbols that
were not presentinthe previous one.

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Although as a figure the pentacle has been
known since ancient times, the emblems and
the names of the corresponding virtues have
been given for the first time in history by the
Master. Thus, the inward journey of the
disciple was shown in a clear and graphical
way that made it more vivid, unambiguous and
easily understandable. Being a source ofinner
light, the pentacle can have a beneficial
influence on the disciple creating around itself
a favourable aura through the occult powers
that work within it. In a circle enclosing the
Pentacle one can read the following sentence:
“In doing God’s will is the power of human
soul®.

The outward circle in the painting
represents the earthly school of experience
with all its occupations.

The middle circle depicts the further
journey of the disciple who reaches a point of
inward crisis and deep dissatisfaction. From
then onwards he/she starts searching for an
even deeper inner meaning and embarks on
the trail blazed by the Teaching, i.e. he/she
diligently undertakes to form in his/her
character the Divine Virtues that characterize
a perfect human being. The inmost circle, the
Holy of Holies, is the last stage of human
evolutionto be reached only by angels, adepts
and great initiates. Some important symbols
can be seen there as well, but their meaning
has not been revealed by the Master since
humanity has not reached that evolutionary
phaseyet.

So, whatis the pentacle like as afigure? Itis
considered to be a projection of a four-
dimentional superobject, similar to the
tesseract, and therefore to be of four-
dimentional origin.

four-dimentional simplex probably has five
points, ten edges, ten “normal® two-
dimentional plane surfaces and five three-
dimentional superobjects. The Pentacle gives
us enough evidence to ascertain that as early
as 1922-1923 the Master Peter Dounov was
exploring the forms of different dimentions in
order to select the one that was best-suited to
his ideology and outiook on human evolution.

In conclusion, it should be said that it is
beneficiary to have a pentacle at the meeting
places of societies with noble aspirations
since it possesses the greatest number of
sacred points compared with all other
geometrical figures.

THE ARBANASSI COMMUNE

Atthe beginning of the century the ideas of
collective life forcefully came upon some
young Bulgarian intellectuals. The desire of a
group of young people to put into practice the
ideals of Brotherhood in contemporary
society urged them to found a commune in
Arbanassi, a historic village several kilometres
away from Velico Turnovo.

Peter Kamburov, overwhelmed with his
ideals of complete harmony in collective
work, joint prayers and meals, managed to
convince his father to sell all family estates in
the town of Stara Zagora and buy a house with
some land in Arbanassi in 1923 despite the
Master's warning notto sell.

The founders of the commune were people
with a town outlook on life, who lacked
knowledge and experience in agriculture -
they were an engineer, a military officer, a

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carpenter, a knitter. It was only brothers Peter
and Marin Kamburov who had any experience
in this respect and could successfully cope
with farming. Their mother herself undertook
the task of washing the clothes and preparing
food forthe commune.

Although the Arbanassi commune failed
the test of time (it existed for 4 years), the
impact on the villagers, made by the young
communalists at that time with their lectures on
spiritual truths, with their musical and
theatrical performances, with their honesty
and devotion to work, with the Brotherhood
songs they sang, is still vivid.

According to the Master the idea of
communal life has descended from the Divine
world: the real commune, however, will be
brought to existence after a period of 300
years when the first group from the Sixth Race
is embodied on earth. The Master answered a
question of the communalists about the way
people will live up to then in the following
fashion: “It won't be long before people leave
the cities and start living in nature in groups of
several families. This will depend on the
rapportthey have with each other.”
